Each school’s Best Actor and Best Actress nominees are invited to attend a three-day intensive workshop that
includes voice, acting and dance training with industry professionals. The second and final round of adjudication
follows the intensives. Winners will compete in The Jimmy Awards (all expenses paid, including a week of
professional training in New York).

Student Critic Award ($7,500)

Students participate in a one-day workshop on theater criticism and training in the mediums of print and on-
camera reporting, social media, and vlogging. Students attend three musical theater performances at
participating Blumey high schools and submit written and new media reviews. One of the winner’s reviews will
be published locally; the winner of the Student Critic Award also receives the opportunity to compete in The
Jimmy Awards Student Reporter Search, attending and reporting on that ceremony in late June 2023.

Blumey Bootcamp takes place April 24-28, preparing Best Actor and Best Actress nominees from each school to
audition before a special panel of judges who choose the six nominees for each of these categories. Blumey
Bootcamp includes workshop and masterclass training with seasoned musical theater professionals in vocal
coaching, dance, acting and other skills. Blumey Bootcamp sponsorship is available for a customized package of
benefits and recognition based on individualized inquiries.
